The opening ceremonial concert will be performed by Oliver Latry from Notre-Dame Cathedral in Paris. French
music will also sound at the final concert, where besides organ music, we will hear sacred music for choir and
organ. Organ improvisation takes an important place in the festival's program as well and organists Olivier
Latry and Pjotr Rojek will include improvisation in their performances. A full-length improvisation concert will
be heard on the 21th of August - the Anniversary of the invasion of Czechoslovakia in 1968. Michael Koller will
improvise on Teodor Tekel’s paintings (1902 - 1975). This modest Franciscan and also a student of the significant
Czech painter Max Svabinsky was creating paintings during the communist regime in the seclusion of his house
behind the city walls of Trnava, the oldest Slovak crown city. In the selection of Teodor Tekel's works, besides the
biblical themes, there are also works created as a response to the occupation of Czechoslovakia in August 1968
that being The Attack on Czechoslovakia.

This year our festival has two new events. One is the result of our effort to expand the concerts to other
churches of the archdiocese. Besides the concerts in the cathedral, to this year's festival is included the Concert
in archdiocese, which will be played by the American organist, David di Fiore on the historic Rieger organ from
the year 1927, in the parish Church of St Margita of Antioch, in the village Zohor.

The other addition is our publisher Tribus musicae will present live CD recordings from chosen festival concerts in
the special Cathedral Organ Festival Bratislava Edition. The first recordings are already available.

Francuzsky organista Olivier Latry je povaZovany za jedného z najvyznamnejsich organistov svojej generacie
nielen vo Franclzsku, ale aj na medzinarodnej scéne. Narodil sa v roku 1962 v Boulogne-sur-Mer vo
Francuzsku, kde zacali aj jeho hudobné Studia. Neskér pokracoval na Hudobnej akadémii v St. Maur-des-
Fossés, kde Studoval hru na organe u Gastona Litaiza. V rokoch 1981 — 1985 bol Olivier Latry tituldrnym
organistom katedraly v Meaux. Ako 23-ro¢ny vyhral konkurz a stal popri Philippovi Lefebvre a Jean-Pierre
Leguay jednym z troch titularnych organistov Katedraly Notre-Dame v PariZi. V roku 1990 nastdpil na miesto
svojho ucitela Gastona Litaiza a stal sa profesorom organovej hry na Hudobnej akadémii v St. Maur-des-
Fossés. Od roku 1995 pdsobi na pozicii profesora Parizskeho konzervatdria. Olivier Latry Gcinkoval vo viac
ako 50 krajinach na piatich kontinentoch. Povazuje sa za velvyslanca franclzskej organovej hudby 17. -
20. storocia. Dnes je povazovany za jedného z najvyznamnejsich improvizatorov v style franclzskej tradicie.
Aktivne sa zaujima o stcasnu tvorbu. Premiéroval diela viacerych franctzskych sticasnych skladatelov (Xavier
Darasse, Claude Ballif, Thierry Pécout, Thierry Escaich a Jean-Louis Florentz). V roku 2000 predniesol v troch
kompletnych cykloch (kazdy po Sest recitalov) kompletné organové dielo Oliviera Messiaena, a to v Katedrale
Notre-Dame v PariZi, v Kostole sv. Ignaca z Loyoly v New Yorku a v Katedrale sv. Pavla v Londyne. Recitély
v katedréle Notre-Dame boli zaroveri zaznamenané vydavatelstvom Deutsche Grammophon ako kompletna
nahravka organového diela Oliviera Messiaena. Okrem koncertnej a pedagogickej ¢innosti realizoval pan Latry
mnozstvo nahravok. Preslavili ho najma nahravky skladieb J. S. Bacha, organovych symfonii Ch. — M. Widora
a L. Vierna, ako aj kompletného organového diela M. Duruflé. S vydavatelstvom Deutsche Grammophon
zrealizoval nahravku programu s nézvom ,,Polnoc v Notre-Dame” a CD s dielami Césara Francka. Nedavno
nahral s Philadelphia Orchestra Poulencov organovy koncert a Barberovu , Toccata Festiva”, ako aj Jongenovu
. Symphonie concertante” s Orchestrom Liége. Za svoju ¢innost na poli organovych interpretécii a vzdelavania
dostal Olivier Latry v roku 2000 cenu ,,Prix de la Fondation Cino et Simone Del Duca”. North and Midlands
School of Music mu v roku 2006 udelila titul ,¢estného priatela”. Ocenenia mu udelili aj Royal College of
organists (2007) a McGill University in Montreal (2010). American Guild of Organists mu v aprili 2009 udelila
v New-Yorku titul ,Medzinarodny interpret roka”. V decembri 2012 sa pan Olivier Latry dostal titul cestny
organista Montrealského symfonického orchestra (Kanada).

Piotr Rojek je absolventom Hudobnej akadémie Karola Lipiského vo Wroctawe, kde $tudoval hru na organe
v triede prof. Andrzeja Chorosifiského a kompoziciu v triede prof. Zygmunta Herembeszta a prof. Krystiana
Kietba. Zucastnil sa interpretacnych a improvizacnych majstrovskych kurzov u renomovanych organistov (Julian
Gembalski, Bernhard Haas, Hans Haselbdck, Ton Koopman, Jon Laukvik, Armin Schoof, Wolfgang Seifen,
Joseph Serafin a Harald Vogel). Docent Peter Rojek vyucuje na svojej alma mater, kde je vedlcim oddelenia
pre organ, ¢embalo a start hudbu. Je takisto riaditelom Narodnej hudobnej skoly Richarda Bukowského vo
Wroctawi. Organové recitély hral v Ceskej republike, Slovenskej republike, Finsku, Nemecku, Nérsku a Svédsku.
Vedie majstrovské kurzy doma a v zahranic¢i. Na svojom konte ma 8 cd nahravok. V roku 2005 nahral platriu
s deviatimi tokatami vynikajdcich skladatelov od obdobia baroka az po dvadsiate storoCie. Tento projekt,
ktory zrealizoval na historickom organe Adama Horacia Caspariniho vo Wotdw, bol nominovany na cenu
prestiznej Polskej fonografickej akadémie Fryderyk. Piotr Rojek je Stipendistom Ministerstva kultary a umeni,
Internationaler Altenberger Orgelakademie v Nemecku a vitazom niekolkych organovych a kompozi¢nych
sutazi.

Alessandro Bianchi sa narodil v talianskom meste Como. Studoval na Konzervatériu v Piacenza, kde &ttdium
ukoncil diplomom z organa a organovej kompozicie v triede Luigiho Toja. Absolvoval majstrovské kurzy

u Nicholasa Danbyho a Artura Sacchettiho. V stcasnosti pdsobi ako organista Baziliky sv. Pavla v Cantu. Je
umeleckym riaditelom hudobnej asocidcie “Amici dell’Organo di Cantu”. Ako sélista vystupil na poprednych
medzinarodnych festivaloch v takmer vsetkych eurdpskych krajinach. Vystupil vsak aj na Balearskych
ostrovoch, Tenerife, USA, Mexiku, Brazilii, Argentine, Uruguai, Hong Kongu, Thajsku, Australii a Juznej Afrike.
V/ Eurépe, USA a Brazilii zrealizoval niekolko televiznych a rozhlasovych, ako aj CD nahravok. Bol ¢lenom porét
niekolkych organovych sttazi a vela skladatelov mu venovalo nové organové skladby. Zarover je organistom
Anglikénskeho kostola v Lugano. Mesto Cantu mu v roku 2014 pre jeho ¢innost v oblasti umenia a kultury
udelilo Cestné obcianstvo.

Michael Koller sa organovej hre venoval uz od detstva ako autodidakt. Pévodne sa v Kremse an der Donau
vyucil za organéra. Stadium cirkevnej hudby absolvoval u Petra Planyavského, Michaela Kitzingera a Otta
Kargla. Spolupracuje s Rakuskym rozhlasom. TaZiskom jeho hudobnych aktivit je improvizacia. V rokoch
2003 - 2006 realizoval vo viedenskom Karlskirche projekt , DIhé noci hudby”. V roku 2000 ziskal 1. Cenu na
medzinarodnej organovej improviza¢nej sutazi v rakuskom meste Schlagl. U¢inkoval na viacerych festivaloch
so zameranim na improvizéciu, pricom niektoré z nich aj organizoval (Viederi, Mnichov...). Majstrovské
improvizacné kurzy absolvoval u renomovanych organistov (Pierre Pincemaille, Rupert Gottfried Frieberger).
Ako improvizator sa predstavil na koncertoch v mnohych eurépskych krajinach. Pésobi aj ako chramovy
organista a zbormajster v obci Theiss pri Kremsi, kde organizuje sériu organovych koncertov. Publikuje vo
svojom odbore a posobi ako poradca pri rekonstrukciach a novostavbach organov.

Gerard Gillen je od roku 1976 titularnym organistom dublinskej katedraly. V rokoch 1985 - 2007 bol
profesorom a veducim hudobného oddelenia frskej narodnej univerzity v Maynooth. S vyznamenanim
absolvoval University College, Dublin, Oxfordsku univerzitu a Kralovské hudobné konzervatorium
v Antverpach, kde ziskal Prix d'Excellence — najvyssie ocenenie za interpretacny vykon. Profesor Gillen ma
medzinarodnu reputaciu a ako koncertny organista zahral vySe 950 koncertov naprie¢ Eurépou, Strednym
Viychodom, Amerikou a Austrdliou. Vystlpil na takych prestiznych miestach ako Royal Festival Hall London,
King's College Cambridge, St Thomas New York, Grace Cathedral San Francisco, St Stephen’s Cathedral
Vienna, St Thomas' Leipzig, St Bavo Haarlem etc. Ako ¢len poroty sa zUcastnil medzindrodnych organovych
sutazi v Oxforde, Ann Arbor, Londyne, Grazi a Dubline. Gerard Gillen je zakladatelom medzinarodného
Dublinského organového a zborového festivalu a v rokoch 1990 - 2000 posobil ako jeho umelecky riaditel.
Momentalne je predsedom Nérodnej poradnej komisie pre cirkevnt hudbu pri frskej biskupskej konferencii.
V roku 1984 mu vo Vatikane udelili titul rytiera sv. Gregora. V decembri v roku 1996 ho frska televizia v relacii
National Entertainment Awards vybrala ako osobnost roka. Gerard Gillen bol prvy organista, ktory ziskal toto
ocenenie. V roku 2006 mu franctzska viada udelila titul rytiera Chevalier des Ars et des Lettres za prinos pre
francizsku hudbu. Nasledujuci rok mu Biskupska univerzita v Maynooth udelila titul doktora filozofie honoris
causa za prinos pre cirkevnu hudbu.

David di Fiore uskutocnil svoj eurdpsky debut recitdlom v Katedrale Notre-Dame v Parizi. V stcasnosti vyucuje
hru na organe, improvizaciu a liturgickG hru na Pedagogickej fakulte Katolickej univerzity v Ruzomberku.
V USA pdsobi ako Hudobny riaditel v Univerzitnom chrame Zjednotenej metodistickej cirkvi a ako pastoracny
asistent pre hudbu vo Farskom kostole sv. Jana v Seattle. Pocas 27 rokov svojej koncertnej kariéry zahral recitaly
na mnohych festivaloch v Rakusku, Madarsku, Polsku, Rumunsku, Slovenskej a Ceskej republike, Franctizsku
a Taliansku. V Severnej Amerike bol hostom festivalov v mnohych mestach v USA a Kanade. Niekolkokrat



Ucinkoval v Mexiku na Medzinarodnom organovom festivale v Morelia (najstarsi organovy festival v zapadnej
hemisfére), na organovom festivale v Guadalajara, Puerto Vallarta Arts Festival atd. Jeho diskografia obsahuje
nahrévku franctizskej hudby s orchestrom Les Amoureux de I'Orgue, tri slovenské nahravky The Grand
Organ of the Castle Church in Kremnica (Slovart), life nahravku recitélu na Graz Orgelfest a DVD recitalu na
Trnavskych organovych dioch 2008. David di Fiore je Ziakom franclzskej organistky Odile Pierre. U¢inkoval
ako solista, dirigent pre Arcidiecézu Seattle, Narodnu asocidciu metodistickych hudobnikov. Néarodna katolicka
vzdeldvacia asocidcia mu udelila titul , Distinguished Graduate”. Diplomy za ,mimoriadnu Gcast” mu udelila
mexicka vlada. V roku 2009 bol za prinos pre slovensku organovu kultiru oceneny diplomom obcianskeho
zdruzenia Ars Ante Portas.

Edmund Bori¢-Andler sa narodil v Zadare, kde ukon¢il hudobnu skolu Blagojeva Bersa v hre na klaviri v triede
Natasi Polivecovej. Na Hudobnej akadémii v Zagrebe a na Filozofickej fakulte v Zagrebe Studoval hru na klaviri
(Ida Gamulin) a hru na organe (Ljerka Ocic). Studium hry na organe (magistersky titul) ukon¢il v triede Maria
Penzara. Svoje interpretatné schopnosti zdokonaloval na majstrovskych kurzoch (Jaroslav Tdma, Pieter van
Dijk a Daniel Roth). V roku 1999 ziskal I. cenu na Il. Chorvatskej organovej sutazi Franja Dugana. Doménou
Edmunda Bori¢-Andlera je virtuézna romanticka a moderna organova literatura, ktorou sa prezentoval na
mnohych koncertoch v Eurdpe, Juznej Afrike, USA a Rusku. Za vynimocny prinos za uchovanie a prezentovanie
organovej hudby ziskal v roku 2010 cenu Franja Dugana. Je zakladatelom a riaditelom Zagrebského
organového festivalu a jednym zo zakladatelov medzindrodného organového festivalu Ars Organi Sisciae
v meste Sisak a na organoch ostrova Vis. Spolupracuje s Chorvatskym rozhlasovym a televiznym orchestrom
a s poprednymi chorvatskymi sélistami. Viydavatelstvo Croatia Records vydalo jeho prvé CD Mendelssohn-
Brahms-Liszt-Reger, ktoré nahral na organe v katedrale mesta Bakovo v roku 2009. Tato nahravka obdrzala
chorvétsku hudobnu cenu Porin. V tomto roku vydalo Croatia Records jeho druhé CD Sisakské organové
dedic¢stvo. Edmund Bori¢-Andler je v st¢asnosti doktorandom Filozofickej fakulty Zagrebskej univerzity. Je
¢inny v spolku nemeckej komunity v Zagrebe, kde je podpredsedom. Zaroveri je ¢lenom predstavenstva
nemeckej komunity v meste Osijek.

Martin Bako sa hre na organe venoval najprv ako samouk, neskér zacal Studovat stkromne. Nésledne
absolvoval $tGdium na organovom oddeleni Hudobnej a tane¢nej fakulty VSMU v Bratislave v triede
profesora Jana Vladimira Michalka. Popri interpretacii organovej literatiry sa aktivne venuje aj organovej
improvizacii. V oblasti improvizacie patri na Slovensku k $picke. Ako interpret a improvizator sa predstavil na
najvyznamnejsich organovych festivaloch na Slovensku a vo viacerych eurdpskych statoch. Martin Bako posobi
aj ako organar. V rokoch 2001 — 2004 pracoval v reStauratorskej dielni Jana Valovi¢a zo Serede, s ktorym ako
poradca spolupracuje dodnes. Aktivne sa podielal aj na stavbe nového katedralneho organa v Bratislave pod
vedenim legendarneho nemeckého organarskeho majstra Geralda Woehla. Skdsenosti, ktoré ziskal pocas
reStaurovania mnohych slovenskych historickych organov, spolupraca s Geraldom Woehlom, vyborna hracska
technika s vynimocnymi improviza¢nymi schopnostami, ako aj prirodzeny cit pre zvuk a manualne organarske
zru¢nosti z neho urobili vynimoc¢ného znalca organov. Martin Bako spolupracoval so Slovenskou filharmoniou,
Statnou filharméniou Kosice a so Slovenskym komornym orchestrom Zilina. Od roku 2008 do 2014 bol
tituldrnym organistom Metropolitne] katedraly — korunova¢ného Domu sv. Martina v Bratislave, kde spolu so
Stanislavom Surinom inauguroval v roku 2010 novy organ sv. Alzbety.

Cantores Bratislavensis je komorny muzsky zbor, ktory vznikol na pode Katedraly sv. Martina v Bratislave,
kde jeho ¢lenovia Ucinkovali pocas liturgickych slaveni jednotlivo (ako kantori), i spolu (viachlasné kompozicie).
Zaroven sa podielali na priprave a vybere hudby k jednotlivym sldveniam, ktoré asto prenasala aj televizia.
Od leta 2014 teleso posobi bez viazanosti na chrdm a zaoberd sa koncertnou interpretaciou jednohlasnej
a viachlasnej duchovnej hudby vratane gregorianskeho choralu a hudby komponovanej pre schéla organ.

Zbormajsterka Iveta Weis Viskupova (odchovankyria bratislavského Konzervatoria) je v si¢asnosti pedagdgom
zborového dirigovania na Konzervatériu v Bratislave. Vo svojom odbore sa vzdeldvala pod vedenim Sergeja
Mironova a Blanky Juhanakovej. V rokoch 2003 a 2005 sa zucastnila majstrovskych kurzov Eric Ericson
masterlass for young choral conductors v Holandskom Haarleme. Od roku 2004 lektoruje v European
Academy for Culture and Arts (Holandsko). V roku 2005 bola asistentkou hlavnej zbormajsterky Slovenského
filharmonického zboru, s ktorym absolvovala prestizny festival Koorbienale v Haarleme, kde pod taktovkou
A. Kontarskeho participovali na uvedeni diela A. Zimmermanna ,Requiem for a young poet”. Od septembra
2006 do septembra 2013 bola hlavnou zbormajsterkou univerzitného spevackeho zboru TECHNIK, s ktorym
pravidelne koncertovala u nés i v zahranici, kde okrem svetového repertoaru s oblubou uvadzala premiéry
renomovanych i zacinajucich slovenskych autorov. V rdmci BHS v roku 2011 uviedla so stborom Technik pod
taktovkou Olivera Dohnéniyho premiéru 3. symfonie ,Benatska” Petra Martinceka. V roku 2013 v ramci BHS
pod taktovkou Olivera Dohnaniyho a SKO Zilina uviedla so spevackym zborom Consortium Bratislava oratdrium
Norberta Bodnara Devinske bralo. So zborom Konzervatéria sa podielala na uvedeni diel slovenského autora
J. L. Bellu. V stcasnosti je hlavnou zbormajsterkou komorného suboru Bratislava Vocal Consort, miesaného
spevackeho zboru Consortium Bratislava a Komorného zboru Konzervatéria. S komornym stborom Bratislava
Vocal Consort absolvovali vystupenia v rdmci festivalu Musica Nobelis. Spolu s madarskym zoskupenim Ad
libitum premiérovo uviedli kantatu L. Bernatha Vzkriesenie Lazara. Spolupracovala s viacerymi dirigentmi ako
M. Bembinow, E. Danel, O. Dohnanyi, B. Ellingboe, T. Hanus, T. Heider, T. Hrusa, K. lljevsky, A. Kontarski,
M. Kraj¢i, C. Orbelian, R. Stur, ako aj umelcami a umeleckymi telesami u nas i v zahranici.

Bratislava Vocal Consort vznikol na podnet dirigentky Ivety Weis Viskupovej. Subor pozostava zo skusenych
zborovych spevékov, sucasnych a byvalych studentov Konzervatéria v Bratislave, ale i zdatnych amatérskych
nad3encov zborového umenia. Podielali sa na svetovej premiére oratéria Devinske bralo autora Norberta
Bodndra, ktoré zaznelo na Bratislavskych hudobnych sldvnostiach 2013. Absolvovali koncertné vystipenia
v rdmci hudobného festivalu Musica nobilis, Ucinkuju na réznych benefi¢nych a samostatnych koncertoch.
Spolu s madarskym zoskupenim Ad libitum premiérovo uviedli kantatu L. Berndtha ,Vzkriesenie Lazara”
pre rozpravaca, solistov, zbor a komorny orchester. Ambiciou Bratislava Vocal Consort je uvadzanie vokalno-
instrumentalnej hudby minulych storoci i si¢asnosti a pravidelna spolupraca s profesionalnymi telesami.

French organist Olivier Latry is considered one of the most notable organists of his generation, not only in
France, but on the international scene as well. He was born in Boulogne-sur-Mer, France, in 1962 where he
began his musical studies. He later attended the Conservatoire of Music at St. Maur-des-Fossés, studying organ
with Gaston Litaize. From 1981 to 1985, Olivier Latry was incumbent organist of Meaux Cathedral and at the
age 23 he won the competition to become one of the three incumbent organists of the Cathedral of Notre-
Dame in Paris, alongside Philippe Lefebvre and Jean-Pierre Leguay, succeeding Pierre Cochereau. In 1990



he succeeded his teacher, Gaston Litaize, as organ professor at the Conservatoire of Music at St. Maur-des-
Fossés. In 1995 he became organ professor at the Paris Conservatoire. He still holds this position with Michel
Bouvard. Olivier Latry, who has performed in more than fifty countries on five continents, considers himself an
ambassador of seventeenth-, to twentieth-century French organ music. Today he is counted among the most
noted improvisers in the French tradition. He has also a particular interest in contemporary music and has
premiered works by French composers Xavier Darasse, Claude Ballif, Thierry Pécout, Vincent Paulet, Thierry
Escaich, and Jean-Louis Florentz. In early 2000 he performed three complete cycles (six recitals each) of the
organ music of Olivier Messiaen, at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris, at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola
in New-York City and at St. Paul's Cathedral, London. These performances were followed by a recording of
the complete organ works of Olivier Messiaen at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame for Deutsche Grammophon.
In addition to concerts and teaching, Olivier Latry has left a deep mark through his many recordings. Thus
far he has recorded music by Bach, Widor’s Symphonies 5 and 6, Vierne's Symphonies 2 and 3, the complete
works of Duruflé. With Deutsche Grammophon, he has recorded a transcription program called ‘Midnight at
Notre-Dame," and a CD of works by César Franck. More recently, he recorded Poulenc’s Organ Concerto and
Barber’s Toccata Festiva with the Philadelphia Orchestra, and Jongen’s Symphonie concertante with the Liege
Orchestra. For his work in the field of organ performance and studies, Olivier Latry was awarded the Prix de
la Fondation Cino et Simone Del Duca in 2000, as well as ‘Honoris Causa’ Fellowships from the North and
Midlands School of Music in 2006, from the Royal College of organists in 2007 and the McGill University
in Montreal in 2010. He was also nominated ‘International Performer of the year’ by the American Guild
of Organists in New-York in April 2009. In December 2012, Olivier Latry became ‘Organist Emeritus’ of the
Montreal Symphonic Orchestra (Canada).

Piotr Rojek is a graduate of The Karol Lipinski Academy of Music in Wroctaw from the Department of
Instrumental Music in the organ class of Andrzej Chorosinski and from the Departments of Composition,
Conducting, Music Theory and Music Therapy studying with with prof. Zygmunt Herembeszta and prof. dr.
hab. Krystian Kieth. During this period a series of master classes, interpretative and improvisational, were led
by such outstanding personalities from the world of organ music, such as Julian Gembalski, Bernhard Haas,
Hans Haselbock, Ton Koopman, Jon Laukvik, Armin Schoof, Wolfgang Seifen, Joseph Serafin and Harald
Vogel. Dr. hab. Peter Rojek is working as a lecturer at his alma mater, where he also directs the cathedral music
including playing the organ, harpsichord and directing the early music program. He is also the director of the
Seco in Wroctaw. The artist has performed, among others places, in the Czech Republic, Finland, Germany,
Norway, Slovakia, and Sweden. He also conducts master classes in Poland and abroad. He has recorded eight
albums. One of them made in 2005 features nine Toccatas of outstanding composers from the Baroque to
the twentieth century, made on historic organs of Adam Horace and Casparini Wotéw, was nominated for the
prestigious Polish Phonographic Academy FRYDERYK. Piotr Rojek is a scholar of the Ministry of Culture and
the Arts, Internationale Altenberger Orgelakademie in Germany and the winner of organ and composition
competitions.

Alessandro Bianchi was born in Como and studied in the Piacenza Conservatoire where he was awarded
diplomas in organ and composition studying with Luigi Toja. He also attended master classes of Nicholas
Danby and Arturo Sacchetti. He is the organist of St. Paul’s Basilica in Cantu’ and Artistic Director of the
Musical Association , Amici dell’Organo di Cantu’”. Alessandro Bianchi has performed in many Internationals
Organ Festivals in Italy, the Vatican, Switzerland, Germany, France, England, Scotland, Wales, Ireland, Austria,

Spain, Baleares, Tenerifa, Portugal, Denmark, Sweden, Norway, Finland, Alands, Iceland, Luxembourg,
Belgium, Holland, Russia, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Lettland, Latvia, Hungary, Poland, Romania, USA, Mexico,
Brazil, Argentina, Uruguay, Hong Kong, Thailand, Singapore, Australia and South Africa. He has given Master
classes and lectures on Italian Music in Italy, England, the Czech Republic, Germany, Spain, USA, Singapore
and Mexico. He had many composers dedicate new organ works to him and has undertaken several CD and
Radio-TV broadcasts and recordings in Europe, the USA and Brazil. Mr. Bianchi is organist of the Anglican
Church in Lugano, has been a juror in several organ competitions and in 2014, the City of Cantu awarded
him the title of ,Honorary Citizen” for his work in Art and Culture.

Michael Koller began to play the organ being self-taught as a child. Originally trained as an organbuilder
in the city Krems an der Donau, he also studied church music with P. Planyavsky, Michael Kitzingera and
Otto Kargl. In 2000 he received the first Award at the International Organ Improvisation Competition in
the Austrian city of Schldgl. He has appeared at several festivals with a focus on improvisation as well as
organizing some other festivals. (Vienna, Munich ...). He has participated in master classes for improvisation
with renowned organists (Pierre Pincemaille, Rupert Gottfried Frieberger) and as an improviser presents
concerts in many European countries, works as a church organist and choirmaster, organizes organ festivals,
does publications in the field of improvisation and acts as a consultant in the building of new organs and in
the area of reconstruction of organs.

Gerard Gillen has been Titular Organist of Dublin’s Pro-Cathedral since 1976 and was Professor and Head
of Music at the National University of Ireland, Maynooth from 1985 to 2007. A First Class Honours graduate
of University College, Dublin, Oxford University, and the Royal Conservatoire of Music, Antwerp (where
he gained the Prix d'Excellence, the highest award for instrumental performance). Professor Gillen has
an international reputation as an organ recitalist and has given over 950 recitals throughout Europe, the
Middle East, America and Australia, performing at such prestigious venues as the Royal Festival Hall London,
King's College Cambridge, St Thomas New York, Grace Cathedral San Francisco, St Stephen’s Cathedral
Vienna, St Thomas' Leipzig, St Bavo Haarlem etc. He has also been a member of international competition
juries in Oxford, Ann Arbor, London, Graz and Dublin. Gerard Gillen is founder of the Dublin International
Organ & Choral Festival of which he was artistic director from 1990 - 2000. He is currently chair of the
National Advisory Committee on Church Music to the Irish Episcopal Conference. In 1984 he was conferred
with a Knighthood of St. Gregory (KCSG) by the Vatican. In December 1996 he was nominated the classical
winner in Ireland’s TV National Entertainment Awards, the first and only organist to be so honoured. In 2006
he was made a Chevalier des Ars et des Lettres by the French Government for his contribution to French
Music, and in 2007 he was conferred with the degree of Doctor of Philosophy honoris causa by the Pontifical
University of Maynooth for his services to Church Music.

David di Fiore performed his European debut recital at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris, which launched
his international career some 26 years ago (March 1, 1987). He is presently on the faculty at Catholic
University in Ruzomberok, Slovak Republic, where he is teaching organ, improvisation and liturgical organ
playing. When he is in the United States he is Director of Music Ministries at University Temple, United
Methodist Church, and Pastoral Assistant for Music at the Parish of St. John the Evangelist in Seattle. Over
the last 26 years he has performed at numerous organ festivals in Austria, Hungary, Poland, Romania and the
Slovak and Czech Republics, as well as in France and Italy. In North America his performances have included



recitals in Canada, the International Festival in Morelia, Mexico (the oldest organ festival in the Western
Hemisphere), the International Organ Festival held in Guadalajara, the Puerto Vallarta Arts Festival, and in
numerous American cities His discography includes a recording of French music Les Amoureux de I'Orgue, his
Slovak recordings, The Grand Organ of the Castle Church in Kremnica, Volumes 1, 2 and 3 (Slovart), recitals
from Graz Orgelfest, and a DVD of his recital from Trnava 2008. (Editions M. Walcker-Mayer). Mr. di Fiore was
a pupil of French organist, Odile Pierre. He has appeared as recitalist, conductor, accompanist, and clinician
for the Archdiocese of Seattle, the National Association of Methodist Musicians, has received the award
,Distinguished Graduate” from the National Catholic Education Association, has been awarded a diploma
from the government of Mexico for his ,extraordinary participation” as part of international organ festivals
and in 2009 was awarded a special diploma for his contribution to the organ world and his performances
from the Slovak Society Ars Ante Portas.

Edmund Bori¢-Andler was born in Zadar where he finished Blagoje Bersa Music School in the class of piano
teacher Natasha Polivec. Upon passing the entrance examinations at the Music Academy in Zagreb and
Faculty of Philosophy in Zagreb, he decided to study piano. He received his degree in piano in the class of prof.
Ida Gamulin, and then in organ with Ljerka Ocic. He finished his postgradutaed organ study (masters degree)
in the class of prof. Mario Penzar. He perfected organ interpretion studying in master classes of Jaroslav
Ttma, Pieter van Dijk and Daniel Roth. In 1999 he received first prize at the 2nd Franjo Dugan Croatian
Organ Playing Competition. He is known for his virtuosic performances of compositions from the Romantic
period and modern music, performs actively throughout Europe, and has performed in South Africa, the U.S.
and Russia. In 2010 he was awarded the Franjo Dugan Award for a special contribution in preserving and
promotion of organ music. Besides being a guest at many festivals, he initiated similar events in Croatia, is
director of the festival -Organ of the Zagreb Cathedral, is one of the founders and director of the International
Organ Festival Ars Organi Sisciae in the town Sisak and organs of the island Vis, and works with the Croatian
Radio Television Symphony Orchestra and with leading Croatian soloists. The publishing house Croatia
Records published his first solo CD: Mendelssohn-Brahms-Liszt-Reger which was recorded on the organ of
the Cathedral in the town Bakovo in 2009, and which was awarded the following year with the Croatian
Music award Porin. This year Croatia Records published his second solo CD The Sisak Organ Heritage. Edmund
Borich-Andler is currently a Ph.D. student at the Faculty of Philosophy at the University of Zagreb. He is active
in the Gemeinschaft der Deutschen Community of Germans in the City of Zagreb where he is a vice president
for his second term, and at the headquarters of the German community in the town Osijek.

Martin Bako was born in Banska Bystrica in 1980. After a self-taught organ playing period he decided to
take private lessons. He studied at the organ department of the Faculty of Music and Dance at Academy of
Performing Arts in Bratislava in the class of prof. Jan Vladimir Michalko. Beside the interpretation of organ
literature he actively pursues the art of improvisation. He uses his improvisational skills not only in liturgical
playing, but also at concerts (improvisations on Via crucis, musical comments to Lectio divina in Bratislava
Cathedral, etc.). As a performer he played at international organ festivals in Piestany, Skalica, Trnava and
Teplice (C2). As an organist he is a member of the association of young artists Harmonia Seraphica as well as
a solo player and he has performed in many Slovak cities (Bratislava, Kosice, Zvolen, Trnava, Piestany, Dudince,
Trstend, Presov), but also abroad (Austria, Czech Republic). In 2001-2004 he worked as an organ builder in
the restoration workshop of Jan Valovi¢ in Sere and participated in repairs and reconstructions of significant
Slovak historical organs. He cooperated with the famous organ builder Gerald Woehl in the building of the
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new cathedral organ. From 2005-2007 he taught at the Elementary Art School in Skalica and has played
with the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra, the Slovak State Philharmonic in Kosice and the Slovak Chamber
Orchestra in Zilina. From 2008 to 2014 he was organist of the Metropolitan Cathedral — the coronation
St Martin’s Cathedral in Bratislava where together with Stanislav Surin he inaugurated the new Gerald Woehl
organ in 2010.

The male chamber choir Cantores Bratislavensis was created during several years of choral (one-voice
and polyphonic) singing during the liturgy at St. Martin Cathedral in Bratislava. Their activity also included
choosing of repertory for specific liturgical celebrations that were broadcast by TV and radio. Since 2014 the
choir has been an independent ensemble from the cathedral and has been singing a repertory of sacred music
that includes Gregorian Chant and compositions for schola and organ.

Chorus master Iveta Weis Viskupova is a graduate of the Bratislava Conservatory, presently teaches choral
conducting at that institution and was educated in her field under the guidance of Sergej Mironov and
Blanka Juhanakova. From 2003 to 2005 she participated in master classes, one being Eric Ericson Master
class for Young Choral Conductors in Dutch Haarlem. Since 2004 she has been lecturing in the European
Academy for Culture and Arts (the Netherlands) and in 2005 she was an assistant to the Slovak Philharmonic
Chorus's head chorus master during which time she participated in the prestigious Koorbienale Festival in
Haarlem, where they together presented A.Zimmermann’s unique work “Requiem for a Young Poet” under
the baton of A.Kontarsky. From September 2006 to September 2013 she was head chorus master of the
university choir TECHNIK with whom she regularly performed concerts in Slovakia and abroad, and also where
besides presenting repertoire from around the world, also presented premieres of reputable and new Slovak
composers. Within BHS in 2011 she presented a premiere of 3 symphonies “Benatska” by Peter Martin¢ek
under the baton of Oliver Dohnaniy. In 2013 with BHS under the baton of Oliver Dohnéniy and 5KO Zilina
she presented an oratorio “Devinske bralo” by Norbert Bodnar with the choir. She participated with the choir
of the Conservatory in presenting the works of J. L. Bella. Presently she is the head chorus master of the
Conservatory Chamber Choir, has performed at the festival Musica Nobelis with the chamber chorus Bratislava
Vocal Consort and together with the Hungarian group Ad libitum she presented a premiere of the cantata
.Vzkriesenie Lazara” by L. Bernat, collaborated with several conductors such as M. Bembinow, E. Danel,
0. Dohnanyi, B. Ellingboe, T. Hanus, T. Heider, T. Hrusa, K. lljevsky, A. Kontarski, M. Kraj¢i, C. Orbelian, R. Stur,
and also with other artists and artistic ensembles in Slovakia and abroad.

Bratislava Vocal Consort was founded by choirmaster lveta Weis Viskupova. The members of the choir are
skilled singers, contemporary and former students of the Conservatory in Bratislava and amateur enthusiastic
singers proficient in choral singing. The ensemble participated in the world premiere of the Oratorio , Devinske
bralo” (Rock of Devin) of Norbert Bodnar which was performed at the Bratislava Music Festival in 2013. The
choir sang several times at the music festival Musica Nobilis. They sing a cappella performances and often give
benefit concerts. The Bratislava Vocal Consort performed together with the Hungarian ensemble Ad libitum
the world premiere of the cantata ,Ressurrection of Lasar” by L. Bernatha. The aim of the choir is to perform
the vocal-instrumental music of the past centuries and a regular co-operation with professional ensembles.
