Nemecky dirigent, organista a ¢embalista Jiirgen Wolf studoval vo Wirzburgu a v Heidelbergu hru na organe
a hudobné vedy. Zaroven sa aktivne zaoberal organarstvom. Vo Viedni $tudoval evanjelickl cirkevnd hudbu
(organ u prof. A. Mitterhofera). Uz pocas $tudii sa velmi intenzivne zaoberal historickou interpreténou praxou,
obzvlast interpretacuoi Bachovej hudby. V roku 1992 ziskal titul ,Magister Artium”. Svoje vedomosti doplrioval
na kurzoch a stkromnym stadiom. V rokoch 1993 - 2019 pdsobil na slavnom poste kantora v Nikolaikirche
v Lipsku. Z jeho iniciativy sa uskutocnil velké rekonstrukcia velkého organa firmy Ladegast, ktort sponzorovala
firma Porsche. Jirgen Wolf realizoval niekolko CD nahravok s hudbou Bacha, Liszta and Reubkeho. Po 25
rokoch aktivity v Nikolaikirche, ako 14. nastupca J. S. Bacha, sUstreduje svoju umelecku aktivitu na dirigovanie.
Okrem toho je ¢inny aj ako skladatel. Posobi ako hostujlci dirigent réznych ansamblov a orchestrov, ako
napriklad Telemann Academy Japan, Drottningholmer Baroque ensemble, Mendelssohnkammerorchester
Leipzig alebo Pobaltské filharménia v Gdansku. Jeho koncertné aktivity organistu a dirigenta ho zaviedli do
Japonska, USA, Ukrajiny, Svajciarska, Franclzska, Talianska a Polska. V rokoch 2006 - 2011 bol dirigentom
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zéverecného koncertu open-air Festivalu mesta Lipsko. V roku 2008 zalozil Festivalovy orchester Lipska.
V rokoch 2007 - 2012 bol hudobnym riaditelom Lipskych pamétnych koncertov na Neznu revoluciu 1989. Jeho
velky dirigentsky repertoar svetoznamych oratoérii, symfonickych diel Johannesa Brahmsa a Antona Brucknera
su teraz centrom jeho umeleckého zaujmu.

Waldemar Krawiec sa narodil v roku 1964 v meste Kedzierzyn. Hru na organe sa zacal ucit na Skole pre
organistov pri Biskupskej kurii v Opole. S vyznamnenanim ukon¢il HudobnU $kolu 2. stupria Zabrze pod
vedenim ucitelky tucje Krosny-Widerowej. Na hudobnej akadémii v Katoviciach Studoval pod vedenim Juliusa
Gembalského, u ktorého ukondil aj postgraduélne stidium. Zucastnil sa mnohych intepretacnych kurzov
v Pol'sku, Nemecku a Belgicku (U. Spang-Hansen, J. Boyer, J. Ferrard, Ch. Bossert, N. Danby). V roku 1994 obdrzal
vyznamenanie na Prvej medzindrodnej organovej sutazi Feliksa Nowowiejského za najlepsiu interpretéciu
skladby ,Mater dolorosa”. Waldemar Krawiec pravidelne koncertuje doma i v zahranici, ako solista i ako
komorny hrac. Jeho stalymi koncertnymi partnermi s huslista A. Musialski, trubkar A. Eichberger a spevak
J. Greszta. V rédmci svojej umeleckej ¢innosti sa zaujima o hudbu regioénu Sliezsko. V roku 1996 ucinkoval na
koncerte venovanom 25. vyroCiu sliezskeho skladatela Fritza Lubricha. Takisto participoval na Festivale
sliezskych skladatelov v Opole v roku 2003, kde uviedol koncert z diela vroclavského organistu a skladatela
Moritza Brosiga. V roku 1995 zacal Waldemar Krawiec organizovat v Zabrze organové koncerty, ktoré neskor
premenoval na Medzinarodny organovy festival knaza Antonia Chlondowského. Vyucuje hru na organe na
Hudobnej skole 2. stupna v Zabrze a je takisto pedagégom na Cirkevnej hudobnej skole v Gliwiciach. V roku
2003 mu primator mesta Zabrze udelil cenu za jeho pedagogicku ¢innost a prinos pre kultirny rozvoj mesta.

Bogdan Narloch graduated from prof. Leon Bator’s class at Music Academy in Gdansk, Poland. He is a director
of the International Organ Festival in Koszalin, Poland. In years 1995-2014, together with prof. Marek
Toporowski, he had been organising Nationwide Course of Organ Music's Interpretation under the patronage
of the Ministry of Culture of Poland. The courses were led by many outstanding European organists. He's
a professor at the Academy of Art in Szczecin, he also leads the class of pipe organs in the State School of Music
in Koszalin. As an active artist, he performs solo recitals, chamber music as well as concerts with the orchestra.
He toured both in Poland and abroad in countries such as: Belgium, Belarus, Bulgaria, Czech Republic,
Denmark, Finland, Lithuania, Moldova, Germany, Norway, Romania, Slovakia, Switzerland, Sweden, Hungary,
Italy, as well as Israel, Russia, Brazil, Uruguay and Taiwan. His achievements include a number of CD recordings,
for example pieces on historical organs and organ music of Pomerania. Aside from his didactic and artistic
activity, he also deals with organ architecture and works together with Department of Protection and
Conservation of Antiques.

Roman Gryn - one of the best Polish teachers and trumpet virtuosos. After he graduated from the F. Chopin
Academy of Music in Warsaw, he continued to improve his skills under the supervision of accomplished
pedagogues, such as Tiemofiej Dokshicer and Edward Tar in Bayreuth. He is the laureate of the Young
Trumpeters Contest in Pabianice (1980) as well as Trumpet Playing Contest in Gdansk (1985). He started
Professional work in 1983 in Warsaw Philharmonic. From 1986 to 1988 he worked as a solo musician in the
Pomeranian Philharmonic in Bydgoszcz and from 1986 to 2007 he was a soloist and trumpet group supervisor
in the Poznan Philharmonic. Additionally, he cooperated with many orchestras in Poland and abroad,
performing in all European countries, in Canada and in the USA. He is a profesor at the Academy of Music
Bydgoszcz and a Full Professor at the Academy of Music in Poznan, where he teaches the trumpet, being at the
same time Supervisor of the Wind Instruments and Accordion Department. Roman Gryr is often a member of
jury in national and international contests. He conducts worshops and courses of orchestra, solo and chamber
music intepretation.

FrantiSek Beer was born in 1989 in KoSice-Myslava. After studying piano at elementary art school he
continued his studies of church music under Klement Reclo the Conservatory in Kosice, which he completed by
the school-leaving examination in 2009. He continued at the Church Conservatory in Bratislava, which he
graduated in 2011 where he studied with Marek Vrabel. He won 1+ prize in the 1% category at the Conservatory
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Students’ Competition in Bratislava in 2009. From 2011 to 2018, he studied at the Musikhochschule Liibeck
(Germany) in the organ class of Franz Danksagmdiller, studying bachelor’s degree in church music and master's
degree in organ playing. In the years 2002 - 2013 he worked as an organist of the Dominican Church in Kosice
and in the years 2013 - 2015 he was an assistant organist in the Church of St James in Libeck and in the parish
of St Vicello in Bad Oldesloe. Since 2015 he has been an organist in the Church of St Bartholomew in Kosice-
Myslava and is also a guest organist in Kosice Dome of St. Elizabeth during the celebration of pontifical and
ceremonial worship. In 2018 by the decree of the Archbishop of Kosice, Mons. Bernard Bober, he was appointed
a diocesan organologist of the Kosice Archdiocese. She is engaged in educational activities and composition in
the field of church music in Slovakia. He has its own channel on youtube.com, promoting chants from the
Unified Catholic Singer and liturgical music overall.

The Swiss organist, Jean-Christophe Geiser, studied at the Berne Musik Academy with Otto Seger, earning
a diploma in piano, and with Heinrich Gurtner, earning a soloist's diploma with honors. He was twice awarded
the Prix de la Fondation Gohner, enabling him to study organ further with Frangois-Henri Houbart as well as to
attend a number of diverse courses in performance and interpretation. During his time at the Music Academy,
he also studied law and musicology at the University of Berne. Jean-Christophe Geiser has enjoyed a rapid
career since 1991 when at the age of 26 he was named competition winner for the prestigious position of
titular organist of the Cathedral of Lausanne, Switzerland’s most important gothic building. In 1993 he was
appointed professor of organ for professional studies at the Lausanne High School of Music, where he is
currently dean of the organ and harpsichord department. He is also artistic director of the Cathedral’s Concert
Society. Jean-Christophe Geiser has already performed in some thirty countries throughout Europe, America
and the former Soviet Union as a concert organist, regularly sponsored by the Pro Helvetia Foundation. Jean-
Christophe Geiser has made numerous recordings including for several Swiss radio networks and for
Deutschland Radio, Stidwestfunk, Radio Russie, VDE-Gallo, IFO-Verlag and FNAC-Musique. He was the moving
force behind the idea of the new Fisk organ at the Cathedral in Lausanne.

Giampaolo Di Rosa, pianist, organist, harpsichordist, completing his musical studies in Italy, Germany, France
and Portugal under the tutorship of world famous professors, he holds eight academic diplomas and a Ph.D. in
music analysis. Giampaolo Di Rosa boasts a huge repertoire of music from every historical period up to the
present day, including the complete works of G. Frescobaldi, J. Sweelinck, J. S. Bach, C. Franck, F. Liszt and
0. Messiaen. Arrangements and improvisations are always part of his concert programs. Away from the concert
stage Giampaolo Di Rosa is a pedagogue and founder and art director of a number of international organ
festivals. Since 2008 he has been music Director for the House of Mercy at Guimaraes in Portugal. In the same
year he was appointed titular Organist and music Director of the National Church of Portuguese in Rome,
hosting one of the largest organ series in Europe. In 2014 he was appointed Organist in residence of the
Cathedral in Leon in Spain, in 2015 titular Organist of the Cathedral in Vila Real in Portugal and in 2019
Organist in residence of the Parish Church St. lldefonso in Oporto downtown in Portugal. He enjoys an
international career, giving concerts and master classes in Europe, Russia, USA, Latino America, Middle East,
Hong-Kong, Macao and Singapore and Australia.

Willibald Guggenmos received his first position as organist at the age of ten. He started his first musical
training at the Conservatory at Augsburg, Germany and the Hochschule fiir Musik in Munich, where he earned
a total of three master degrees, including Piano, Conducting and Organ. From 1984 till 2001, he held a position
as organist at St. Martin’s Church at Wangen/Allgau, South Germany, where he directed a richly varied musical
program. In 1985, he performed the complete works by J. S. Bach in 14 recitals. From 2001 till 2004, Guggenmos
worked as organist, sub-conductor and coordinator of music at Munich-Cathedral (Liebfrauendom). In January
2004, Willibald Guggenmos received an appointment as organist at St. Gallen-Cathedral (Switzerland). His
career as a concert organist has taken him to almost all corners of the world: almost every country in Europe,
North America, Canada, Iceland, Russia, the Bahamas and various Caribbean islands, Australia, New Zealand,
Hong Kong and Far East. International reviews attested him ,fantastic technique and dazzling musicianship”
(Bernhard Holland-New York Times). His enormous repertoire includes the complete works of Bach, Franck,
Liszt, Mozart, Mendelssohn, Brahms, Bodlimann, Stehle and Duruflé, the great works of Max Reger; Marcel
Duruflé, Olivier Messiaen and countless other important pieces written for this instrument. For television and
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broadcasting, he did several recordings in many countries. Highlights of his CD-recordings took place at the
largest organ in Switzerland (Engelberg), the famous Cavaille-Coll Organ at Azcoitia (Spain) and the legendary
famous ,Hill-Organ” at Sydney Town-Hall (Australia).

Halgeir Schiager is from Biri near Gjovik (Norway). He studied organ with Magne Elvestrand at the Norwegian
Academy of Music where he received his degree in 1979. He continued his education in Munich and Strasbourg
with Professor Franz Lehrndorfer and Professor Daniel Roth respectively. He made his debut in Oslo Concert
Hall in 1985. Schiager has given concerts in many European countries and made radio recordings in Germany
and Norway. He has also taken part in a number of highly acclaimed CD recordings including the Norwegian
composers Leif Solberg and Kjell Mark Karlsen. For Hyperion he has recorded the complete organ works of the
Czech composer Petr Eben. His previous releases on LAWO Classics label, Der Orgelkdnig (LWC 1090) and God
save the King (LWC 1102), received glowing reviews in Norway and abroad. Schiager has been member of the
jury in international organ competitions. In 2001 he received the Norwegian Critics Annual Prize. He made his
doctoral degree on aspects of interpretation in the organ music by Gustav Merkel at the Norwegian Academy
of Music. At present Schiager is organist of Paulus and Sofienberg congregation in Oslo.

The German conductor, organist and harpsichordist, Jiirgen Wolf, studied in Wiirzburg and Heidelberg, organ
and music science and was active in the building of organs. In Vienna he studied Evangelical church music
(organ with Professor A. Mitterhofer). Already during his studies, Jirgen he was busy intensively with historical
performance practice, in particular with the interpretation of Bach’s music. In 1992 he attained also ,Magister
Artium”. Various courses and private studies completed his training. Jirgen Wolf has international concert
activity and has participated in numerous broadcast productions. In 1993 he was appointed to the office of the
Nikolaikantor to Leipzig and hold this position till 2019. Here, he initiated restoring of the Ladegast organ
sponsored by Porsche. He realized several CD recordings with music of Bach, Liszt and Reubke. After 25 years
of the activity in St Nikolai, as the 14 successor of J. S. Bach he has turned his musical activity only for
conducting. Apart from his activity as organist and choir leader, he is also active as a composer and as a guest
conductor of the Chursachsischen Philharmonie. He also acts as a guest conductor of various ensembles and
orchestras, such as the Telemann Academy Japan, the Drottningholmer Baroque ensemble, the
Mendelssohnkammer Orchestra Leipzig or the Baltic Philharmonic Danzig. His international concert activity as
a conductor and organist led him f.e. to Japan, USA, Ukraine, Switzerland, France, Italy, Norway and Poland.
2006-2011 Jurgen Wolf was conductor of the open-air final concert of the Leipzig City Festival. In 2008 he
founded the Festival Orchestra Leipzig. 2007-2012 he was musical director of the Leipzig Commemoration of
the ,Peaceful Revolution 1989". His large repertoire of well-known oratorios, especially the symphonic works
of Johannes Brahms and Anton Bruckner form the center of his deep inspiration.

Waldemar Krawiec was born in 1964 in Kedzierzyn. He started to learn organ playing at the Organist School
at Bishop's Curia in Opole. With distinction he graduated at the Music School of the 2" degree in Zabrze with
the teacher tucja Krosny-Widerowa. He studied at the Academy of Music in Katowice organ with professor
Julian Gembalski. He also finished the post-graduate education at his master. He participated in many master
courses devoted to the interpretation of the organ music in Poland, Germany and Belgium (U. Spang-Hansen,
J. Boyer, J. Ferrard, Ch. Bossert, N. Danby). In 1994 in Poznan he received the distinction in the First International
Organ Competition named after Feliks Nowowiejski for the best ,Mater dolorosa” performance. He played
many concerts as a soloist and a chamber player in Poland and abroad. He regularly gives concerts with the
violinist A. Musialski, trumpeter A. Eichberger and singer J. Greszta. He is very interested in the Silesian music.
In 1996 he participated at the concert devoted to the 25" death anniversary of the Silesian composer Fritz
Lubrich. He also took part in the Silesian Composers' Festival in Opole in 2003 where he performed
monographic concerts devoted to the artistic work of the Wroclaw organist and composer Moritz Brosig. He
started to run the organ series in Zabrze in 1995. They were transformed into the International Organ Festival
named after the Reverend Antonius Chlondowski. He conducts the organ class in the Music School of 2" degree
in Zabrze and is also an academic teacher at the Church Music School in Gliwice. He was awarded by the
President of Zabrze for his pedagogic achievements and the contribution to the culture development in the city
in 2003.
