Christian-Markus Raiser $tudoval cirkevni hudbu v Stuttgarte a v Trossingene. Vyucoval na
vysokych Skolach v Trossingene a Heildelbergu. V roku 1996 sa stal kantorom a organistom
Evanjelického mestského kostola v Karlsruhe, Biskupského evanjelického krajinského kostola
v Badene, ako aj umeleckym riaditelom réznych festivaloy, ako napr. Internationalen Orgelsommer
Karlsruhe. Je dirigentom stborov Bachchor Karlsruhe, komorného zboru Coro Piccolo Karlsruhe
a Cantus Juvenum Karlsruhe. Mestsky evanjelicky kostol v Karlsruhe sa pod jeho umeleckym
vedenim rozvinul na vyznamné mestské a regionalne centrum cirkevnej hudby. V roku 2007 bol
preto menovany za riaditela cirkevnej hudby v Karlsruhe. Pan Raiser hostoval na mnohych
koncertoch a vystipeniach na medzindrodnych hudobnych festivaloch vo vyznamnych chramoch
a na vyznamnych organoch doma i v zahranici.

Niekolkokrat bol ¢lenom poroty medzindrodnej organovej sitaze. Vydal 5 CD s organovou hudbou
z Katedralnej baziliky v Biatystoku a dalSich kostolov. Je umeleckym riaditelom Katedralnych
organovych koncertov v Biatystoku a tiez niekolkych festivalov v regiéne.

Voci Allegre (v tal. radostné hlasy) je spevacky zbor z Trnavy, ktory vznikol v r. 2013. Jeho ¢lenmi
sU najma spevaci, ktori maji bohaté zborové skusenosti z réznych inych telies a projektov. Spaja
ich priatelstvo a laska k hudbe, k zborovému spevu obzvlast. Ide o lfudi roznych profesii,
hudobného vzdelania, zborovych skdsenosti a rodinného stavu. Teleso vzniklo ako dalsi pribeh
bohatej trnavskej zborovej tradicie. Venuje sa prierezovému spektru repertoaru - od starej hudby
cez vietky historické obdobia az po sucasnych skladatelov, taktiez fudovym piesfiam a popularnej
hudbe, nevynechavajuc ani vokalno - in§trumentalne diela. TUto jeser zbor zacina svoju jubilejnd
desiatu sezénu prave trojkoncertom Palestrinovej omse. Ukondi ju sldvnostnym koncertom na jar
2023. Dirigentom zboru je od jeho zaloZenia Andrej Rapant.

Andrej Rapant sa hudbe venuje od detstva, Studoval hru na gitare a od ¢ias gymnazia sa
angazoval v zborovom speve. U¢inkoval vo viacerych trnavskych a bratislavskych telesach. Podielal

sa na roznych domacich i medzinarodnych projektoch starej hudby a stéle je aktivnym spevakom
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doma i v zahranici. Dirigovaniu sa venuje od r. 2003, kedy prevzal spevacky zbor Tirnavia. Spolu
s priatelmi zalozil v r. 2013 spevacky zbor Voci Allegre, ktory dodnes vedie. Od r. 2018 je dirigentom
Robotnickeho spevokolu Bradlan. Prilezitostne sa venuje aj aranZovaniu a orchestralnemu
dirigovaniu.

Milos Valent absolvoval Konzervatérium v Ziline a VSMU v Bratislave v triede Bohdana Warchala.
Zaujem o start hudbu ho priviedol do siboru Musica aeterna. V roku 1995 zalozZil vlastny komorny
subor Solamente naturali, ktorého nazov (,iba prirodzenost”) je synonymom jeho umeleckého
kréda - podstatou v oziveni ,starej hudby” su spontdnnost a prirodzenost vychadzajuce zo
schopnosti improvizécie a skisenosti v oblasti [udovej hudby. So siborom nahral 23 CD v ktorych
velku €ast tvoria nahravky zo slovenskych zbierok a archivov 17. a 18. storo¢ia. Vdaka dlhoro¢nému
umeleckému partnerstvu s americkym lutnistom Stephenom Stubbsom vznikli mnohé projekty pre
husle a lutnu. Pedagogicky posobil na KUG v Grazi, viedol majstrovské kurzy na Musik Hogskolan
v Malmé, Conservatoire de Musique v Zeneve, Hochschule fir Kunst v Brémach,Eastman School of
music, Boston early music festival a na Tynskej skole v Prahe. Vdaka koreriom v tradicii folkloru
a schopnosti improvizacie je povazovany za viestranného hudobnika (projekty s Bjarte Eike,
Dowland Project, Holland Baroque Society, Ritornello). Okrem starej hudby sa venuje crossover
projektom a spolupracuje s nérskym jazzovym hudobnikom Jonom Balke (Siwan).

Stanislav Surin sa narodil v roku 1971 v Trnave. Studoval hru na organe a cirkevnd hudbu na
Konzervatériu v Bratislave, na Diecéznom konzervatériu vo Viedni, na Vysokej skole muzickych
umeni v Bratislave v triede profesora Ivana Sokola a sukromne u profesora Johanna Trummera
v Grazi. Spolupracoval so Slovenskou filharmoéniou, s ktorou uviedol viaceré skladby pre organ
a orchester. Sélisticky acinkoval v roku 2000 aj National Symphony Orchestra Taiwan pri
premiérovom uvedeni Janackovej Glagolskej omse na Tchajwane. Organové recitaly hral vo
viacerych statoch Eurdpy, v USA, Mexiku, Kanade, Ruskej federacii, Uzbekistane, Kazachstane,
Japonsku a Hong Kongu. Na svojom konte ma niekolko sélovych organovych nahravok. Je
zakladatelom a organizatorom viacerych organovych festivalov na Slovensku. V rokoch 2006 -

Konferencia biskupov Slovenska
mu v roku 2016 udelila cenu Fra Angelica za , 0s0bny prinos do krestanskych hodnét v kultdre na
Slovensku”.

Diego Cannizzaro absolvoval ,,cum laude” v roku 1992 v odbore talianska literatdra na Univerzite
v Palerme (Taliansko), absolvoval aj $tadium hry na klaviri na Konzervatériu ,Vincenzo Bellini”
v Palerme. Titul z hry na organe a organovej kompozicie ziskal na konzervatériu ,Francesca
Morlacchiho” v Perugii. Neskor Studoval hru na organe a ¢embale na Akadémii Pistoia, na
Severonemeckej organovej akadémii (Brémy) a na Univerzite v Santiagu de Compostela
(Spanielsko). Doktorat ziskal v odbore ,Histéria a analyza hudobnych kultdr” na univerzite
«La Sapienza”, Rim s dizertaciou ,Hudba pre organ a ¢embalo v kralovstve Neapol a Sicilia v XVI.
a XVII. Je cestnym inspektorom historickych organov na Sicilii. Vyucuje hru na organe na
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konzervatériu v Caltanissetta. Je umeleckym riaditelom festivalu ,In tempore organi” (historické
organy na Sicilii). Diego Cannizzaro vyucoval kurzy starej talianskej organovej literatiry na
konzervatériu sv. Petersburg. Pravidelne vyucuje na kurzoch starej hudby, ktoré organizuje
.Orchestra Barocca Siciliana” a vedie majstrovsky kurz na akadémiach Enghien a Ath (Belgicko).
Diego Cannizzaro sa zucastnil na vyznamnych medzinarodnych organovych festivaloch v celej
Eurépe a USA. Nahral mnozstvo CD. Vydal monografiu o organovych dielach Filippa Capocciho
(XIX. storocie), Giovanniho Salvatora (XVII. storocie), Pietra Vinciho (XVI. storocie). Ako prvy
organista na svete zrealizoval nahravku kompletného organového diela skladatela Pietra
Alessandra Yona. Ako organista a dirigent nahral komplenté Chrdmové sonaty W. A. Mozarta.

Maria Magyarova PlSekova patri k najznamejsim slovenskym organovym interpretom. Hru na
organe studovala najprv na Stkromnom konzervatériu Dezidera Kardosa v Topol¢anoch a neskor
na Hudobnej univerzite vo Viedni v koncertnej triede prof. Martina Haselbocka. Taktiez skoncila
magisterské $tudium v aprobacii hudobna vychova - anglicky jazyk a doktorandské studium na
Katedre hudby na Univerzite Konstantina Filozofa v Nitre. Pravidelne koncertuje na Slovensku
i v zahrani¢i (Nemecko, Holandsko, Anglicko, Rakusko, Polsko, Finsko, Nérsko, Ceska republika,
Madarsko). Velmi rada sa venuje i komornej hre a pravidelne spolupracuje s mnohymi umelcami.
V obdobi rokov 2001-2004 pésobila v Anglicku, kde vyucovala hru na klavir a hudobnu teériu na
Oakham School a popri tom bola vyhladévana organistka a korepetitorka. V roku 2014 nahrala pre
Slovensky rozhlas organovl tvorbu Petra Kolmana, slovenského skladatela Zijuceho v Rakusku.
V roku 2018 jej bola udelena cena Sebastian za mimoriadny prinos k odkazu Johanna Sebastiana
Bacha pre stcasnikov. Popri koncertovaniu sa venuje i pedagogickej ¢innosti a komponuje. Koncom
minulého roku nahrala CD nahravku v spolupraci s harfistkou Adrianou Antalovou ,Impressions
for Organ and Harp”. Je zakladatelkou a dramaturgickou medzinarodného organového festivalu
Ars Organi Nitra a festivalu Orgelherbst Bruck/Leitha — Hainburg/Donau v Rakusku.

Christian-Markus Raiser began his studies of sacred music at the State Conservatories for Music
in Stuttgart and Trossingen, Germany and later was recipient of a Graduate Promotion Scholarship
from the State of Baden-Wuerttemberg. He was teaching at the State Conservatory Trossingen and
Heidelberg, between 1991 and 1996, as well as Choirmaster and Organist at the Protestant City
Church of Stuttgart-Untertuerckheim. Since 1996, Mr.Raiser has been the Choirmaster and
Organist at the Protestant City Church of Karlsruhe. His artistic works comprise numerous concerts
and participation in international music festivals throughout Europe and South and North
America, CD recordings, and recordings for radio and television. In 2007 he was promoted to
a Director of Church Music. On 11* September 2011, he performed commemorative concerts in
New York as part of the ten year anniversary of the terrorist attacks. Christian-Markus Raiser is also
sought-after as juror for international organ competitions. His recording, an experimental
recording with organ and bells is a world first, and his latest recording is on the new Lenter-organ
in Karlsruhe from 2020.

The Bratislava Trombone Quartet was founded in 1988 in Bratislava, as the first ensemble of its
kind in Slovakia. Its individual members are experienced performers who work in leading Slovak
symphony orchestras (Slovak Philharmonic, Slovak Radio and Orchestra of the Slovak National
Theatre), perform as solo performers, and also engage in chamber music. The Bratislava Trombone

Quartet performed a number of times on concert stages in Bratislava and abroad, in Prague (Czech
Republic), Vienna (Austria), Karlsruhe (Germany) and other cities. Among the highlights of the
ensemble’s concert activities was the performance of Concertina for trombone quartet and
symphony orchestra, by the Dutch composer Jan Koetsier. The ensemble performed this work with
the Slovak Philharmonic in Bratislava and with the United Philharmonic Orchestra in Vienna. The
quartet participated in several festivals, for example, the Philip Jones International Brass Chamber
Music Festival. The ensemble’s repertoire ranges from Renaissance and Baroque to music of the
20" century, including jazz. Leading Slovak composers write music specifically for this group. The
Bratislava Trombone Quartet regularly makes recordings for Slovak Radio and Slovak Television. In
the short time of its existence, it has convinced the audiences and professional critics of the high
quality of its work. The public and critics particularly appreciate the lightness, precision, sound
variety and balance of the quartet. The goal of the Bratislava Trombone Quartet is to promote the
music of this so far unusual type in our country, which enjoys great popularity both here and in the
world.

Paolo Bougeat was born in Aosta in 1963. His musical education began at the Conservatory
.Giuseppe Verdi” in Turin, where he graduated in organ and composition for organ and
harpsichord. Afterwards followed several specialization courses, in particular those from Cremona
related to early French organ repertoire, as well as those related to Romantic and Contemporary
music. His concert activity, which began in 1981, resulted in the performance of more than 500
concerts in Italy and in many European countries. He is very active as a composer (winning prizes
and awards in international competitions), with particular emphasis on the composition of organ
music, with his works being published by Edizioni Carrara in Bergamo. He is Professor of Organ and
Organ Composition at the ,Higher Institute of Musical Studies of the Valle d'Aosta”. Since 2016,
he has been professor at the summer master classes held at the , Early Music School” in Magnano.
With emphasis on a relentless pursuit of musicological documents, after his book ,The Organ of
the Cathedral of Aosta 1902 - 2002" (Aosta, Musumeci Editore, 2002), he published the book
.Organs in the Aosta Valley”, deaking with certain questions about the most interesting
Valdostani organs (Publisher ,Le Chateau” - Aosta). Mr. Bougeat, being particularly interested in
the new horizons of the art of organ building, has developed interesting theories about the
building of the modern pipe organ. He also was involved in new projects for the organs of Arnad
and Courmayeur, as well as for the more recent Saint-Vincent instrument.

Willibald Guggenmos began his first position as organist at the age of ten. He started his first
musical training at the Conservatory at Augsburg, Germany and the Hochschule fir Musik in
Munich, where he earned a total of three master degrees, including Piano, Conducting and Organ.
From 1984 till 2001, he held the position as organist of St. Martin's Church in Wangen/Allgau,
South Germany, where he directed a richly varied musical program. In 1985, he performed the
complete works by J. S. Bach in 14 recitals. From 2001 till 2004, Guggenmos worked as organist,
assistant-conductor and coordinator of music at Munich-Cathedral (Liebfrauendom), and in
January 2004, he received an appointment as organist of St. Gallen-Cathedral (Switzerland). His
career as a concert organist has taken him to almost all corners of the world: almost every country
in Europe, North America, Canada, Iceland, Russia, the Bahamas and various Caribbean islands,
Australia, New Zealand, Hong Kong and the Far East. International reviews attested his ,fantastic
technique and dazzling musicianship”. (Bernhard Holland-New York Times). His enormous
repertoire includes the complete works of Bach, Franck, Liszt, Mozart, Mendelssohn, Brahms,
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Boéllmann, Stehle and Duruflé, along with the great works of Max Reger, Marcel Dupré, Olivier
Messiaen and countless other important compositions written for this instrument. For television
and broadcasting, he has made several recordings in many countries. Highlights of his
CD-recordings took place at the largest organ in Switzerland (Engelberg), the famous Cavaille-Coll
Organ at Azcoitia (Spain), and the legendary famous , Hill-Organ” at Sydney Town-Hall (Australia).

Juan Paradell Solé, is the titular Emeritus Organist of the Liturgical Celebrations conducted by
the Pope at Saint Peter’s Basilica in the Vatican and the ,Sistine” Musical Pontifical Chapel Choir.
Additionally, he is Titular Organist of the Papal Basilica of Santa Maria Maggiore of Rome,
Professor of Organ and Gregorian chant at the ,L. Refice” Music Conservatory in Frosinone,
President of the ,,Accademia Romana C. Franck” (Italy), Honorary President of the Association ,Les
Amis de I'Orgue Merklin d’Obernai” (France), and member of the patronage of the ,Festival
Internacional de Organo de Morelia, Alfonso Vega Nufiez” (Mexico). In 2021, His Holiness Pope
Francis awarded him ,The Augustae Crucis insigne pro Ecclesia et Pontifice,” for his excellent
commitment and work benefitting the Church and the Holy Father. Born in Igualada (Barcelona),
Spain, he started his musical studies with the gregorianist, Father Albert Foix. He studied organ
with Professor Montserrat Torrrent at the Barcelona Music Conservatory and later in 1973, he
moved to Rome in order to study Organ and Composition with Professor Monsignor V. Miserachs.
After his graduation in Rome he spent three years in Germany studying with Professor
G. Kaunzinger. He has an intense concert schedule throughout Europe, Russia, Syria, Lebanon, the
U.S.A. and South America, participating in important international Organ Festivals. He has
recorded for the Italian national radio and TV, the Vatican radio, the German radio of Berlin,
Bayerischer Rundfunk, Radio S. Paulo of Brazil and Catalunya Music. Mr. Solé has also performed
on Italian and Spanish TV programs. Along with the ,Polifonisti Romani” choir, he made two CDs
of the music of L. Perosi and V. Miserachs, recorded a duet organ CD under the French label
Pamina, another recording for ElleDiCi, and several CDs and DVDs with the ,Sistine” Musical
Pontifical Chapel Choir.

David di Fiore performed his European debut recital at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris,
which launched his international career 35 years ago (March 1, 1987). He is presently on the faculty
at Catholic University in Ruzomberok, Slovak Republic, where he is teaching organ, history of the
organ and organ repertoire, organ construction, improvisation, liturgical organ playing and choral
conducting. Presently artistic director of the International Festival in Ruzomberok, ,Organ Plus”,
he celebrated the anniversary of his 1000™ concert (presently 1080) during the organ festival,
August, 2017, in Cathédrale Sainte-Croix d'Orléans, France with a dual celebration at Vivat Vox
Organi in Banska Bystrica, Slovak Republic in September 2017. Over the last 35 years he has
repeatedly performed at numerous organ festivals in Austria, Hungary, Poland, Romania and the
Slovak and Czech Republics, as well as in France and Italy. In North America his performances have
included recitals in Canada, the International Festival in Morelia, Mexico (the oldest organ festival
in the Western Hemisphere), the International Organ Festival held in Guadalajara, the Puerto
Vallarta Arts Festival, and in numerous American cities His discography includes a recording of
French music Les Amoureux de I'Orgue, his Slovak recordings, The Grand Organ of the Castle
Church in Kremnica, Volumes 1, 2 and 3 (Slovart), recitals from Graz Orgelfest, a DVD of his recital
from Trnava (Editions M. Walcker-Mayer), and the cd of his recital ,Cathedral Organ Festival” at
the Metropolitan Cathedral of St. Martin in Bratislava. (Tribus Music). His recording of the cycle
.Job” of Petr Eben with Slovak actor and singer Kamil Mikulcik as Slovak narrator, and with
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Reverend Rachel Taber-Hamilton as English narrator, will be released under the Tribus label. He has
performed the entire 8 movement work two times in the Slovak Republic and once in the USA.
Mr. di Fiore was a pupil of French organist, Odile Pierre. He has appeared as recitalist, conductor,
accompanist, and clinician for the Catholic Archdiocese of Seattle, the National Association of
Methodist Musicians, Catholic University in Ruzomberok, has received the award ,Distinguished
Graduate” from the National Catholic Education Association, has been awarded diplomas from the
governments of Mexico, Slovakia, and Romania for his ,extraordinary participation” as part of
international organ festivals and was awarded a special diploma for his contribution to the organ
world and his performances from the Slovak Society Ars Ante Portas. In 2014 he was honored by
the American Guild of Organists (Seattle) for his contributions to performance art internationally.
His 50* anniversary as a performer was in 2020, with celebratory recitals held in Banska Bystrica,
RuZzomberok and Trnava. He is celebrating his 70™ birthday with celebratory concerts in the
Cathedral Organ Festival, Metropolitan Cathedral of St. Martin in Bratislava, and at the festival
Vivat Vox Organi in the Evangelical Church, held in Banska Bystrica in the Slovak Republic.

Jozef Kotowicz is organist and lecturer in Organ and Organ Improvisation at the Fryderyk Chopin
University of Music in Biatystok and the Secondary Music School in Biatystok. In 1993 he graduated
from the Biatystok Branch of the Fryderyk Chopin Music University of Warsaw. He was the recipient
of the third prize at the International Organ Compatition of Szczecin- Kamieri Pomorski in 1994.
Kotowicz continued his education in Warsaw in the organ class led by Professor Jozef Serafin,
graduating with a doctoral degree. The next step of his artistic and academic career was doing
a habilitated doctoral degree in 2014. He has participated in numerous national and international
organ festivals in Sweden, Denmark, Finland, Norway, Germany, Ireland, Italy, Slovakia, Russia,
Belorussia, Lithuania, Estonia and 5 concert tours in the USA. Mr. Kotowicz has been a member of
the jury of international organ competition several times. He has released 5 CDs of organ music
from the Cathedral Basilica in Bialystok and other churches, is the artistic director of Cathedral
Organ Concerts in Bialystok, and also several festivals in the region.

Voci Allegre was created as another story of the rich Trnava choral tradition. The choir performs
a cross-sectional spectrum of the repertoire, from early music through all the historical periods, to
contemporary composers. Also in their repertoire are folk songs and popular music, along with
vocal/instrumental works. This fall, the choir will begin its tenth jubilee season with three concerts
of Palestrina’s Mass. It will end the jubilee season with a festival concert in the spring of 2023. The
conductor of the choir has been Andrej Rapant since its founding.

Andrej Rapant has been devoted to music since childhood. He studied guitar and since grammar
school, he has sung in various choirs and participated in many choral projects, often in the area of
early music. Since 2003 he has conducted mainly mixed choirs and presently he is the conductor of
the mixed choir Voci allegre. He occasionaly arranges music and conducts vocal/instrumental music.
In 2018 he became the conductor of the male choir Bradlan from Trnava.

Milos Valent graduated from the Conservatory in Zilina and the VSMU in Bratislava in the class of
Bohdan Warchal. His interest in early music brought him to the Musica aeterna ensemble. In 1995,
he founded his own chamber ensemble Solamente naturali, the name of which (“only
naturalness”) is synonymous with his artistic creed: the essence of the revival of ,old music” is
spontaneity and naturalness based on the skills of improvisation and experience in the field of folk
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music. He recorded 23 CDs with the ensemble, a large part of which consists of recordings from
Slovak collections and archives of the 17" and 18" centuries. Thanks to the long-term artistic
partnership with the American lutenist Stephen Stubbs, many projects for violin and lute were
created. He worked as a teacher at KUG in Graz, led master classes at Musik Hogskolan in Malmg,
Conservatoire de Musique in Geneva, Hochschule fir Kunst in Bremen, Eastman School of Music,
Boston Early Music Festival and at Tynska school in Prague. Thanks to his roots in folklore tradition
and his ability to improvise, he is considered a versatile musician (projects with Bjarte Eike,
Dowland Project, Holland Baroque Society, Ritornello). In addition to early music, he works on
crossover projects and collaborates with Norwegian jazz musician Jon Balke (Siwan).

Stanislav Surin studied organ at the State Conservatory in Bratislava, at the Diocesan
Conservatory in Vienna and at the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava under lvan Sokol and
privately with Johann Trummer in Graz. He participated in many broadcasted liturgical services
(the inauguration of the Slovak presidents since 1989, the visit of Pope John Paul Il etc). As a soloist,
he performed many times with the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra. At the premiere performance
of Janédcek’s Glagolitic Mass in Taiwan in 2000, he played the organ solo with the National
Symphony Orchestra of Taiwan and has given organ recitals in many European states, Japan, in the
USA, Mexico, Canada, Russia, Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan. Stanislav Surin recorded several organ
solo CD's (Graz Cathedral, Schubertkirche in Vienna, Cathedral of St. John the Baptist in Trnava
etc.). In 2000 he organized an international musicological conference focused on the protection of
historical organs. From 1999 to 2002 he was chief editor of Adoramus Te (a magazine dealing with
sacred music), is founder and organizer of organ festivals in Trnava, Piestany, Skalica and at
St. Martin Cathedral in Bratislava. In the years 2006 — 2008 he acted as the Diocesan Musician for
the Bratislava-Trnava Archdiocese. Mr. Surin has been teaching organ at Catholic University in
Ruzomberok since 2002. He acts as advisor for the restoration of historical organs and for the
building of new instruments (Slovak Philharmonic, St. Martin Cathedral in Bratislava etc.). He also
has devoted himself to composing. He is the author of Trnava Mass (in 2016 published CD with
Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra) and several compositions based on ecclesiastical and liturgical
texts. He composed music for a number of poems of Slovak and French poets. In 2011 the Society
of St. Adalbert published his book of liturgical songs and a CD called Antiphons and Spiritual
Songs. At the beginning of 2013 the Celebrity Service Agency published his album of songs based
on Miroslav Valek's poems and published under the name Lady on the Train. For extraordinary
contribution to the message of Johann Sebastian Bach’s work for contemporaries, in 2009 he was
awarded a Sebastian prize by the Ars Ante Portas association. In 2016, he received the prize ,Fra
Angelico” from the Bishops' Conference of Slovakia, for the contribution of Christian values to art
in Slovakia.

Diego Cannizzaro graduated ,cum laude” in the year 1992 with a degree in Italian Literature
from the University of Palermo (ltaly). He also graduated with a degree in Piano from the
Conservatorium ,Vincenzo Bellini” of Palermo and the degree, Organ and Composition from the
Conservatorium ,Francesco Morlacchi” in Perugia (ltaly); he successively studied organ and
harpsicord at the Academy of Pistoia, North Germany Organ Academy (Bremen) and the University
of Santiago de Compostela (Spain). Finally, he graduated with a doctorate in ,History and Analysis
of Musical Cultures” from the University ,La Sapienza”, Rome, with the title of his dissertation
being: , The Music for Organ and Harpsichord in the Kingdoms of Naples and Sicily in the XVI and
XVII Centuries”. Honorary inspector of historical organs in Sicily, he is the teacher of organ in the
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conservatory of Caltanissetta and artistic director of the ,In Tempore Organi” festival, (historical
organs in Sicily). Diego Cannizzaro has been invited to teach the course of early Italian organ music
at the conservatory of St. Petersburg (Russia), teaches courses on early music organized by"
Orchestra Barocca Siciliana” and has held a master-class for the Academies of Enghien and Ath
(Belgium). Mr. Cannizzaro participates in important international organ festivals throughout
Europe and the U.S.A. He recorded many compact-discs, a monography about the organ works of
Filippo Capocci (XIX century), Giovanni Salvatore (XVII century), Pietro Vinci (XVI) in the first
mondial recording, a recording of the complete organ works of Pietro Alessandro Yon and, as
organist and conductor, the complete Church Sonatas of W. A. Mozart.

Maria Magyarova Plsekova is one of the most well-known organists in Slovakia. Her organ
studies began at the Private Conservatoire of Dezider Kardos$ in Topolcany. She then graduated
from the University of Music and Performing Arts in Vienna, studying the organ with prof. Martin
Haselbock. Additionally, she earned her Master's degree in Music and the English language,
followed by a Doctoral degree in Music at the University of Constantine the Philosopher in Nitra.
As a soloist, she regularly performs in Slovakia as well as abroad (Germany, The Netherlands,
England, Austria, Poland, Finland, Norway, the Czech Republic, and Hungary). Plsekova often
works as a chamber musician and regularly cooperates with other musicians. In the period 2001-
2004, she taught piano and music theory at Oakham School, England. Besides teaching, she is in
demand as an organist and an accompanist. In 2014, she recorded the complete organ works of the
Slovak composer Peter Kolman for the Slovak Radio. In 2018, Maria was awarded the ,Prize
Sebastian” for her extraordinary contribution to the message of Johann Sebastian Bach. Besides
giving recitals, she is active as a teacher and a composer. At the end of 2021 she recorded a CD, in
cooperation with the Slovak harpist Adriana Antalova, with the title ,Impressions for Organ and
Harp”. In Slovakia, Méria is the founder and artistic director of the international organ festival Ars
Organi Nitra. In Austria, she founded a new organ festival, Orgelherbst, held in Bruck an der Leitha
and Hainburg an der Donau.
